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SACRED HEADWATERS AREA

Approximately 1100km Northwest of Vancouver and 

East of Iskut, alongside the southern portion of 

Spatsizi Wilderness Park is the birthplace of the 

Stikine, Skeena & Nass.  3 of North America’s 

greatest wild salmon watersheds.  The Findlay River 

also begins here – a tributary to the McKenzie River, 

which flows to the Arctic.  These 3 watersheds 

support the Nisga’a, Gitksan, Wetsuweten, Tahltan, 

Tlingit, Tsimshian, Haisla and Dakelh which are all 

very separate First Nations peoples.  This is an area 

that has been called the Canadian Serengeti, an area 

of unparalleled biodiversity.
